Outstanding Student Poster Competition

Each year the Symposium on Biotechnology for Fuels and Chemicals has a competition for students presenting posters.  The Symposium Organizing Committee recognizes Outstanding Student Poster presentations in two categories - Science and Engineering. Recipients should be full time graduate students in a college or university and the work presented should be relevant to the overall theme of the conference or to one or more of the session topic areas. 

The posters are judged on criteria similar to those used in evaluating a paper for publication. While committee members may weigh certain criteria to a greater or lesser extent, they are asked to consider the following dimensions: 

Novelty or Originality of the topic 

Significance or Utility of the problem 

Complexity or Quality of the research approach and results 

Style or Appearance of the presentation 

Recipients are awarded with a certificate of their accomplishment and a copy of the proceedings from that year's symposium.
