The Federal Energy Management Program (FEMP) is issuing a call for Technical Assistance in the area of
Federal Fleet Management. FEMP is seeking applications for which technical assistance will ideally lead to
project implementation, therefore helping meet Federal petroleum reduction goals. Only projects that
provide purely technical assistance will be selected. Project areas that will be considered include (but are
not limited to):

e Inventory analysis
Optimum acquisition plans
Alternative fuel use plans
Right sizing
Driver behavioral change.

Funding cannot be used for equipment, hardware, or infrastructure (i.e., capital purchases).

This call will be used to provide agencies with technical assistance for fleet management. Agencies are
encouraged to submit requests to FEMP with a sense of urgency and applications will be evaluated every
month until funds are expended. Funding for successful applicants will not be transferred to agencies,
rather the assistance will be provided directly by U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) national laboratories
and contractors.

Reminder: Annual Fleet Compliance Reports Due February 15

Federal agencies are required to provide Congress with an annual written compliance report on fleet
management for the previous fiscal year. Using data collected at the beginning of each fiscal year in the
Federal Automotive Statistical Tool (FAST), each agency must submit an annual report describing its
compliance with Federal fleet requirements within Energy Policy Act (EPAct) 1992 and 2005 mandates as
well as progress made toward the fuel consumption goals outlined in Executive Order (E.O.) 13423. Each
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year, an electronic copy of the report must be published on a publicly accessible website by February 15
and provided to Congress. Fleet managers should also send the Web address of their report to DOE via
federal fleets@ee.doe.gov for publication on the FEMP website at
www.femp.energy.gov/regulations/fleet reports.html. This link should be sent to DOE by the end of
February each year.

Federal Fleet Performance Summaries

FEMP recently compiled summaries of each agency’s fleet performance in Fiscal Year 2010. These
summaries are based largely on FAST data submitted for FY 2010, but also include data on Energy
Independence and Security Act (EISA) of 2007 Section 246 and EPAct 2005 Section 701. FEMP created
these documents to serve as "off the shelf" references, to aid with no-notice queries from management or
the public, and to provide a single point of reference covering performance under all statutory and
executive order mandates.
